Following early consultations in the village, the emerging view is that, if Barford has to take the
additional homes currently proposed by the District Council, the Neighbourhood Development
Plan Group supports the three preferred sites named in the consultation document provided
that (i) the mix of types of housing meets the needs identified in the Housing Needs Survey
and (ii) the building is phased over the Local Plan period.
