This new policy introduces provisions to undertake a review of the Local Plan before the
end of the plan period, should new evidence come to light for additional need or there is
an increased requirement as part of the Duty to Cooperate. Lenco Investments welcome
the objective behind this policy, though the mechanism for implementation needs to be
adjusted.

The process of reviewing a plan, whether full or partial is a significant undertaking for the
Council, one which takes time and resources. There is a risk here that new evidence
could be presented not long after adoption that would leave the Council rethinking its
approach and potentially be left with a document that is out of date. It is therefore more
preferable to include provisions within the policy that introduces additional flexibility.

A good example of this is the approach undertaken recently as part of the Stratford Core
Strategy. Similar to Warwick, in Stratford there were a number of question marks about
where additional growth could be met in the event that increased need is identified.

Initially, the Council proposed a 10% strategic reserve sites policy, which would identify
land in suitable locations to the total of 10% of the Council’s housing target. This was
discussed through Examination and the Inspector considered that 20% was a more
realistic figure and further safeguarded the Council from an early review. The Council has
now accepted the figure of 20%.

It is considered that the Council should seek to include a similar approach as part of the
Local Plan, which would be consistent with paragraph 182 of the NPPF, introducing an
effective and positively prepared strategy.
