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Policy POS. Affordable Housing

We note that the plan proposed to maintain, in broad terms, the existing Local Plan policy for
the provision of affordable housing on sites for 10 or more dwellings.

However, paragraph 7.47 of the plan records that the Strategic Housing Market Assessment
“accepts” that a more realistic proportion might be 30%. Similarly, the Affordable Housing
Viability Assessment noted that for most areas of the District sites would be able to
demonstrate some viability were Affordable Housing to be set within the range 25% - 50%.

Whatever policy level is set, the policy should include within the wording an ability to enable
appropriate negotiation between the local authority and the developer as to the scale and
nature of the provision, so as not to “threaten” the financial viability of the site. All sites
should be capable of being viably developed (see NPPF footnote 12, paragraph 47).

Accordingly, the policy for the provision of affordable housing must be seen in the context of
the other obligations and cash burdens that fall to developers through the CIL and also other
policies in the plan, such as Policy PO12 (Climate Change).

In our clients’ view it would be more appropriate to word the first paragraph to the policy as
follows:

On sites of 10 or more dwellings in urban areas and 5 or more dwellings in the
rural areas the Council will seek to negotiate with developers for the provision of
up to 40% of new homes as affordable.

The Council will take a flexible approach towards the implementation of the
policy in terms of:

¢ The number of affordable units where there is clear and detailed
evidence that the site has particular constraints and other cost
obligations (including the CIL) which, along with the provision of
affordable housing would result in a development that is not viable

¢ The practicality of providing the homes on site.
