The proposed amendments to Policy DS15 will require proposals for the strategic sites to represent a comprehensive

development of the whole site before being approved. Further proposed amendments to Policy DS15 will require the
preparation of a Development Brief or Layout and Design Statement to demonstrate this.

In respect of site g (land at Gallows Hill and the Asps) now added to this list, the site has already been granted
outline planning permission in part. It is not therefore possible for the remaining part of the site that does not have
approval to comprehesively plan for the whole site. The wording of the policy is not therefore clear and contrary to

Paragraph 154 of the Framework.

Furthermore, the requirement for the applicant to produce a Development Brief or Layout and Design Statement is
considered unnecessary in respect of site g, and a policy burden contrary to Paragraph 173 of the Framework.

A Design and Access Statement would be a requirement in any event, and is required to demonstrate the steps taken
to appraise the context of the proposed development, and how the design of the development takes that context into
account. This would be sufficient evidence to demonstrate the acceptability of the development.
