As set out in our response to Proposed Modification Mod6, we welcome the allocation of sites at Seven Acre Close in
Bishop Tachbrook (housing site H49), land at Spring Lane in Radford Semele (housing site H52) and the allocation at
Meadow House and Kingswood Farm in Kingswood (housing sites H29 and H30).

Whilst we are generally supportive of these proposed allocations, we consider that the District Council has failed to
select the most appropriate strategy with regard to the Seven Acre Close site in Bishop Tachbrook (housing site H49).
The Proposed Modifications document proposes to allocate the site for 30 dwellings. We consider that this allocation
should be increased to 50 dwellings to make best use of this suitable housing site.

An outline planning application was submitted in February 2016 (Ref. W/16/0279) for a residential development of up to
50 dwellings on this site. The application was accompanied by an lllustrative Layout Plan and Design and Access
Statement which show that a high quality development can be delivered on the site including substantial areas of public
open space and landscaping in the central and northern part of the site amounting to approximately 40% of the overall
site area.

The District Council has not put forward any evidence to explain why the site can only be brought forward for 30
dwellings and we therefore consider that the Local Plan is not justified in this respect.
